Company Comment

Overview: BOM incorporated July '06 and listed on the ASX Dec '06. It floated with strategic exploration
JV's for nickel (Koonenberry Belt, NSW) and Cu/Au (Lachlan Fold Belt, NSW). In May ‘07, BOM
announced a letter of intent (LOI) to acquire 100% of Buffalo Gold’s (TSX.V:BUF.U) Australian uranium
portfolio. Deal terms include issuing 25m shares, 5m options and the right to appoint 2 board directors.
Highest priorities are Murphy Ridge and North Maureen - tenements granted and drill ready.

Murphy: (NT, 490,000 ha) unconformity style uranium target. Tenements are under shallow cover, along
strike from the western extension to the Westmoreland deposit (48.5mlbs U;Og, TSX:LAM). 12 targets
have been defined, some by detailed magnetics and EM (undertaken by BUF.U) with scout drilling
planned for 4Q07 (5,000m) — cover is not thick as defined by outcrops and previous drilling. The project
has multiple conductive and radiometric signatures with potential for large, concealed deposits.

North Maureen and Juntala: (Georgetown, QId) projects are near the Maureen uranium deposit
(6.5mlbs U3Og, non 43-101, TSX:MGA). Targets are sandstone and large intrusive related deposits over
a large area containing radiometric anomalies. North Maureen has 18 Maureen lookalike target zones
defined. Outcropping uranium mineralisation is common, though previous exploration was limited due to
cover. Tenements also cover a prospective gold province (Kidston 4.5moz). Juntala is granted though
earlier stage. It has a 40km strike extent of a potential sandstone host and radiometric anomalies with
confirmed uranium mineralisation — field work underway.

Lake Amadeus: (NT) Early stage, targeting calcrete style uranium. Extensive airborne radiometric
anomalies over 80km long. Channel mapping and broad spaced shallow drilling proposed. Exploration
model analogous to Lake Way/Centipede (ASX:NEL). Tenements yet to be granted.

Cymbric Vale: Located on the Koonenberry Belt, NSW, a developing greenfields nickel province 120km
NE of Broken Hill. (Inco has a large landholding in the region and an office at Broken Hill). Tenements
have outcropping ultramafics and a large magnetic anomaly. The project is managed by Platsearch - a
1,000m drill was completed June ‘07. BOM earning 60% over 3 years subject to expenditure targets.
Dunmore and Tomingley West: (Lachlan Fold Belt, NSW, 192km2) The projects are considered
prospective for large, porphyry style copper-gold deposits similar to those at the Northparkes mine.
Previous exploration dates from 1971, and includes work by Geopeko, BP, BHP Gold and CRA.
Secondary copper mineralisation outcrops over 1.2km strike with recent rock chip samples by BOM
returning copper grades up to 5.61%. An aeromagnetic survey completed 2Q07 will help define drill
targets for 4QO07 drill program (5,000m expected). JV is with Platsearch NL (90%) and Roberts
Consulting (10%).

Investment Comment: BOM'’s emphasis is shifting towards uranium where it has established a portfolio
of solid, early stage uranium projects through the pending deal with Buffalo Gold. With new ownership
focused on advancing uranium interests, the quality portfolio should now receive the close attention it
warrants, supported by a management team with strong uranium expertise. Drilling in the high profile
Westmoreland uranium region (Murphy) and North Maureen are expected 4Q07.
